Q1.  What is a first principle? 
· A Bible first principle is a fundamental doctrine where eternal life is at stake and a correct understanding affects  other First Principles,  i.e.

· John 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. 

Q2. Why is a correct understanding of the Bible's principles important for eternal life?

· Biblical FIRST PRINCIPLES connect together so that a false understanding in one affects other FIRST PRINCIPLES.

· For example, if you believe the soul is immortal and goes to heaven then the resurrection from the dead is impacted. 

· 1Cor.15:32… if the dead rise not? let us eat and drink; for to morrow we die. 

Q3.  What happens when one first principle is corrupted?  (Hint--Jesus uses leaven to describe what happens.)
